The Climate Change Context

• An emissions trading scheme (ETS) is likely to be 
introduced by November 2009.

• In broad terms an ETS is an economic policy instrument 
designed to limit greenhouse gas emissions by providing 
economic incentives to reduce carbon emissions.

• The Carbon Pollution Reduction Scheme (CPRS) is 
Australia’s legislative response.



The Climate Change Context

• Submissions provided by peak bodies such as the 
Australian Industry Group and Commerce Queensland to 
the CPRS Green paper noted:
� Small business impacts not clearly assessed;
� Small business planning for an ETS not fully 

considered by the Commonwealth; and
� Business inputs will increase over the life of the ETS.



What is the Calculator?

• The emissions calculator is a web-based tool 
that is very user friendly:
– Vessels (e.g. primary vessel, dories);

– Vehicles (e.g. trucks, passenger cars);
– Buildings (e.g. holding facilities, refrigerated 

storage facilities, workshops); and

– Aircraft and Travel (e.g. air travel, air freight of 
travel, staff travel).



Benefits of the Calculator for Industry

A customised tool for the fishing industry, 
developed by the fishing industry

The calculator can:

• Provide a method for you to measure and monitor energy usage 
(single fisher operations or larger operations);

• Help you perform simple or complicated energy assessments;
• Help you in your business planning;
• Help you develop an approach to reduce costs and your carbon foot 

print; and
• Assist in the development of case studies for other fishers across 

industry.



Why use an emissions calculator?

• Smart business move (reduce costs) 
– reducing fuel usage.
– improving energy efficiency.

• Demonstrate good stewardship 
– reducing carbon footprint.
– build GBR ecosystem resilience through 'best-

practice' to ensure long-term resource sustainability.
